Applying to the CState2NKU Program 
Students can apply to participate in the pathway program by completing the online application on the 

NKU transfer webpage. Students must be enrolled in at least six credit hours at Cincinnati State, enrolled 

in an associate degree program, plan to transfer to NKU, and maintain a minimum 2.0 cumulative GPA at 

Cincinnati State.  

 

Degree Requirements for Cincinnati State 
1) Completion of minimum 62 credit hours, 36 of which from approved Ohio Transfer 36 courses, 2) 

minimum cumulative GPA 2.0, 3) completion of an FYE course as part of the first 12 credit hours taken at 

Cincinnati State, and 4) completion of Cooperative Education. 

 

Admission Requirements to NKU 
Students completing an associate degree with a cumulative GPA of 2.0 or higher will be accepted into 

NKU.  

 
The Business Information Systems degree is AACSB-accredited and therefore prospective majors must 
meet selective admission requirements co-established with the Haile/U.S. Bank College of Business. 
Students enter the program as a Pre-BIS major. Students are officially admitted to the program as a BIS 
major after meeting the following requirements:
